2. ON SITE PIPE MATERIALS FOR WATER MAINS ARE PRESSURE CLASS 350 DUCTILE IRON PIPE FOR FIRE AND SCH80 PVC FOR DOMESTIC UNLESS
OTHERWISE NOTED. CONTRACTOR TO SUPPLY ALL FITTINGS AND COUPLINGS AS NECESSARY TO MAKE COMPLETE OPERATING SYSTEM.

3. ALL GATE VALVES, TAPPING SLEEVES, AND VALVES AND OTHER FITTINGS SHALL COMPLY WITH LOUISVILLE WATER COMPANY AND AWAA STANDARDS
C-500 TO C-504, LATEST REVISION.

4. A MINIMUM SEPARATION OF 18" OR A CASING PIPE IS REQUIRED AT ANY LOCATION WHERE A WATER LINE CROSSES A STORM SEWER LINE.

5. A MINIMUM SEPARATION OF 18" IS REQUIRED AT ANY LOCATION WHERE A WATER LINE CROSSES A SANITARY SEWER LINE. IF THIS SEPARATION
CANNOT BE FEASIBLY OBTAINED, THIS WATER LINE MUST BE INSTALLED IN SUCH A MANNER THAT NO JOINT IS WITHIN 5' OF THE SANITARY SEWER
LINE AND A SEPARATION OF 6" MUST BE MAINTAINED.

6. ALL FITTINGS TO BE BLOCKED SHALL BE WRAPPED WITH HEAVY PLASTIC BEFORE PLACEMENT OF CONCRETE. (MIN. THICKNESS 4 MILS)

8. WATER LINES SHALL BE ADEQUATELY PLUGGED DURING ANY TIME WHEN THE PIPE IN THE TRENCH IS LEFT UNATTENDED IN ORDER TO PREVENT
FOREIGN MATERIALS AND RODENTS FROM ENTERING THE LINE.

9. THRUST BLOCKS SHALL BE PROVIDED AT ALL BENDS, TEES, PLUGS, AND OTHER CRITICAL LOCATIONS AS REQUIRED PER THE STANDARD DETAILS.
